	Cars

	
	· Car seats, booster seats and seat belts are the law in Wisconsin.

	Water

	
	· An adult should be within an arm’s reach when children are near water. 
· Never leave a child alone in the bathtub.
· Empty buckets, pools and other containers when you are done with them.
· Use a fence to keep children away from pools or other water areas.


	
	Burns

	
	· Put smoke alarms in your home on every floor and in every sleeping area. 
· Have a carbon monoxide alarm.
· Make a plan for escaping your home and practice it with your children.
· Keep children at least three feet from the stove and other hot things.
· Never carry your child and hot foods or liquids at the same time.


	
	Falls

	
	· Use safety gates at the top and bottom of stairs.
· Keep chairs, cribs and other furniture away from windows.


	
	Choking/strangulation

	
	· Children younger than 3 should not eat small, round foods like grapes and hard candy.
· Keep small objects like buttons, beads, marbles, coins, pins and stones out of reach.
· Cords for blinds and curtains should be shortened and out of reach.


	
	Poisoning

	
	· Keep poisons and medicines locked out of sight and reach of children.
· Check the amount of medicines carefully before giving them to your child.
· Some houseplants are poisonous. Keep plants out of the reach of children. 
· Many household cleaners, pet supplies and beauty products can be poisonous.
· Buy only nontoxic toys and craft supplies.


	
	Bike/pedestrian

	
	· Supervise children at all times when they use ride-on toys.
· Children should wear helmets when they use trikes or ride-on toys. 
· Children are hard to see from the driver’s seat. Do not move the car with children nearby.
