Volunteer Fitting Station Guidelines & Expectations
*Fitting Station hours of operation are 3-7 p.m.
1.)  Arrive at 2:40.  Grand Chute Fire Department-Station#1, 2250 W Grand Chute Blvd.  Grand Chute, WI 54913.  Come in through the front door.  Buzz to have someone let you in.  State you are volunteering at the car seat check.

2.)  Assist in putting car seat check signs out.  Signs are located in the upstairs of the garage/fire truck bay area.
3.)  Review the checklist form used for car seat checks with a child passenger safety technician (CPST).
4.)  Set up clipboards to include checklist forms & a black/blue pen or pencil.  Supplies are located in the upstairs of the garage/fire truck bay area.
5.)  Review use of fire station bay doors.  Outagamie County Public Health staff or Grand Chute Fire Department staff will review with you.
6.)  Open fire station bay doors, greet parents/caregivers, and explain checklist forms of their portion to fill out.  If there is available space inside the fire station have parent/caregiver pull in.  If there is not available space please let parent/caregiver know we will be with them as soon as we can.  We allot for a half hour for each seat to be installed.  However, some take a little longer and some take a little less time.  We will make sure everyone gets enough time for a CPST to explain the proper use of their seat and proper installation.

7.)  As a volunteer learns their role and understands the checklist forms, they may be asked to scribe as CPST is installing the car seat.  Outagamie County Public Health staff will evaluate this possibility and then instruct the volunteer.
8.)  Assist in occupying children as needed with activities provided by Outagamie County Public Health.  (More to come on this)

9.)  Dress Code:  Volunteer Badge (Outagamie County Public Health will provide one if the volunteer does not have one).  Dress in weather appropriate attire.  You will be indoors and outdoors.
